4 large bone-in chicken breasts•	

1 can cream of celery soup•	

2 cups chicken broth•	

1 cup self rising flour•	

1 cup milk•	

½ stick butter (unsalted)•	

½ tsp. pepper•	

Easy Chicken Pie
Stew chicken.  Remove skin and bones.  
Place in bottom of baking dish.  
Preheat oven to 425.

Combine chicken broth, pepper and celery soup.  
Heat while stirring until smooth, bring just to a boil.  
Pour over chicken.  Cut butter into flour with pastry 
blender or fork just like you are making biscuits, then 
add milk.  Pour over chicken and soup mixture.  Place 
in oven for 30 minutes until golden brown.

Socializing on the Internet: Playing it safe
There are so many opportunities for social networking on the 
internet today it’s overwhelming. With sites likes Facebook, MySpace, 
Linked-in, etc. you can post just about anything you want about 
yourself on these sites for others to view and read. The good thing 
is that most of these sites limit who can view your content by 
allowing you to control who can and cannot access your information. 
That’s a good thing… Make sure the information you post doesn’t 
include your credit card number, your social security number or 
home address, just to name a few items. Sadly there are just too 
many unscrupulous people in the world who want to take advantage 
of anyone and everyone by stealing this information and your identity 
or worse yet finding you and harming you. It’s especially important 
to remind children that just because an online “friend” says they are 
“a 14 year old girl” doesn’t mean that they are and warn them about 
solicitations from these “friends” to meet in person.

Tips for Tweens and Teens” but the tips are good guidelines for anyone 
visiting social networking sites.  Most sites offer their own ‘code of 
conduct’ too so be sure to read and follow their guidelines.

There are also many sites where you can download pictures and 
videos to share…with the whole world, for example, YouTube. Keep 
in mind that future employers can look you up on the web too…so 
if it’s not something you’d want them to read or see, and it can be 
linked to you, it’s probably a good idea to keep it to yourself. 

Remember YOU control what goes on these sites or what you share 
online or in chats, so use caution and protect yourself. It’s easy to 
get carried away because it all seems so “anonymous” but when the 
right information falls into the wrong hands the damage is done 
and because of the anonymity you don’t know who you are dealing with.
